Alphabetologist Neil Bernstein II suggests that first to go could be the letter Q, as indicated by a computer model developed at Colorado State University. If the strike lasts beyond that, the letters X, V, and D could be next. “The vowels will be the last to go, but will most likely stay in the language. Similar effects will occur in every other language spoken in the USA and its territories, and could extend worldwide should the strike continue beyond that point,” Bernstein added.


“It could devastate mankind,” said an anonymous anthropologist.

     New calculations in size, trajectory, timing, and planetary density indicate that the meteorite impact could induce enough force and heat to destroy Mars, according to a NASA scientist. “All the factors could combine such that the density and gravity of Mars will not be enough to hold the planet together,” Max Coulburn of NASA said.


     Scientists expressed hope that they would be able to obtain pictures from the rovers Opportunity, which sits closest to the expected impact site, and Spirit, if the scenario holds. 


     Sources say that although the destruction of an entire planet would send an unpredictable number of rock fragments in all directions, the chances of any significant pieces affecting Earth would be small.

     “We are concerned about the legacy that we leave behind,” the President said in an unrelated statement.


     Though it is said that members of Congress were undecided about the legislation, sources say that the President was strongly intent on getting this through, and vowed to reintroduce it if either the House or Senate vetoed it.

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Political Speechwriters Threaten to Strike


Washington D.C. - According to the Non-Associated Press (N-AP), political speechwriters in both the Democratic and Republican campaigns are threatening to strike if their demands are not met.

     “This is a striking blow to both parties,” said Wolf Blitzer in an unrelated interview, “This could not have come at a worse time.”


     “The [political] speechwriters, not being unionized, could potentially have a very difficult time having their demands settled,” an anonymous government source said.














“I’m speechless,” John McCain said when he was reported to have been asked about the strike.


     Sources for both Hillary Clinton and Barack Obama refused to comment on the matter.








Hillary Clinton Vomits on Audience


Las Vegas – January 13 – At a speech in Las Vegas on Saturday, Democratic presidential candidate Hillary Clinton vomited on several unlucky audience members sitting in front the stage, according to the Non-Associated Press.


     “It appears she suffered a brief bout of stage fright, but is now in good spirits and ready to continue,” said a member of the Clinton campaign.
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     Eyewitnesses reported that Hillary seemed to be struggling with her speech in the moments before the incident, and that five people were thrown up on in the front row. 


     “It looked like spaghetti, and maybe some garlic bread and some pieces of lettuce or other kind of green,” said daughter Chelsea in an unrelated interview.


     According to a spokesperson, Clinton was feeling better later that day and was ready to move on to a rally in South Carolina.


     This is the first time in history that a presidential candidate has thrown up on stage, according to the American Society of Statistics.

Columbia University Researchers Cited in Rockette Cloning Scandal


New York, NY – A group of Columbia University researchers have been indicted in New York for illegally providing the supplies, technology, and manpower that has fueled the recent Radio City Rockette cloning allegations that have pervaded the long-running holiday show this season, say undisclosed sources.


      The group of 4 researchers, led by Geneticist Conan Baxter Manheim IV, is alleged to have provided laboratory equipment, electronic documentation, as well as finances and manpower to fund a secret Radio City Music Hall plan to clone the cells of 2 unnamed past performers for the Rockettes.
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The others, Biomolecular Specialist Logan McDonahue, Biologist Maryanne Lehey, and Molecular Biologist Yi Xan Eiu, along with Manheim, have been suspended from the university, according to sources. A full investigation is under way, and the group could face Federal charges and fines and possibly be sued by Columbia University.


     “This just ruined Christmas for us,” said Tina Sheridan of Topeka, Kansas, who said that it was the first time she, her husband, and five children had visited New York City and attended the Rockettes show.








Renowned TV Studio Fire Blamed On Yule Log


New York, NY – An investigation of a fire that damaged part of the WPIX studios at 220 East 42nd Street in Midtown on Christmas Day has been blamed on a mishap with the Yule Log, according to fire department officials. 


     The fire damaged several offices and 2 studios on the 11th floor of the News Building. Smoke damage was reported on 3 other floors, with a total estimated cost of damages of $1.5 million, say representatives of WPIX.


     “This is the first time a Yule log has caused a TV studio fire,” said a network representative commenting on the incident.  Preliminary safety reviews, say officials, show that all precautions had been taken, and it could be up to 2 weeks before a complete report on findings is released.


     No injuries were reported as a result of the incident.








Solar-Powered New Year’s Eve Ball Scrapped for Times Square


New York, NY – According to the New York Times, officials scrapped an idea 2 months ago to drop a solar powered ball, powered by an array of solar panels in Dubai connected by long, powerful cables, atop 1 Times Square at midnight on New Year’s Eve.


     In an unrelated statement, Mayor Bloomberg stated that it was in the city’s best interests to go green, and that various ways of doing so were pursued. According to the mayor’s office, plans for a solar powered ball to be dropped in Times Square had been in the works as early as last Spring.

      The LED model provided the most cost benefit and overall energy savings in conjunction with available infrastructure, according to engineers.

Salt Lake City, UT – Scientists at Brigham Young University say they have finally isolated the gene the codes for teeth in the famous Osmond family, according to Utah news sources.


     “After years of extensive work, “ Dr. Barley Nickelson of BYU said, “We isolated the gene, which is not near the tooth gene, but near the spleen gene.“


      Despite the backbreaking work scientists admit that there is more work to be done.  “This is not the work of one, “said Nickelson, “But the work of a large team. We will explore these genes to figure out what it all means.”


      Others in the community agree that although it is a remarkable discovery, it has yet to be seen just what the applications for all the research will eventually be.
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Hackers Hit Spears’ Incident Planning Committee


Hollywood, CA - Hackers infiltrated the database of Britney Spears’ Incident Planning Committee on Sunday night, causing damage that brought their network down for an undisclosed amount of time, according to information based on corroborated information from both Britney Spears’ Attorney and spokesperson.








     The lawyer, Sorrell Trope, who quite representing Spears earlier in the month, said that he had information that confirmed the hacking incident. Although her spokesperson had no direct comment, an email from the office said that the Committee was still recovering its assets following the hacking incident.


     Some sources do indicate that the Committee, which is believed to employ 5 to as many as 11 individuals,  suffered a complete system failure as a result of the hacking. It was still trying to recover its assets at the time of this article, a total of 120 terabytes of data, sources say.


     The Incident Planning Committee is believed to have masterminded several, but not all, of the stars’ recent publicized activities.  Celebrity reporters contacted denied the existence of such a committee.

Sara said, “no, pick me, my number is better,”  to which Megan responded by slamming Sara in the head with her case,“ said a spokesperson.








     It is reported that Ursula (Case #5) then hit Megan over the head. Several others engaged in the same action, including Abrie (Case #23) dropping her own case to grab Kelly’s (Case #24),  to hit her with her own case. Sources say 10 models were treated for bruises at the scene, and at least 2 of them had fallen down the set of stairs and had to be taken to a local hospital.
