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FCC to Impose Limits on How Long News Can Be Labeled Breaking News

Washington D.C. – In response to rising viewer sentiment, the FCC has proposed a limit on the length of time a network can feature a Breaking News label onscreen, according to a report released yesterday by the Non-Associated Press.


     According to the new FCC law, the limitations will require the Breaking News label to be removed once 5 hours and 15 minutes have passed since a labeled major event, such as those related to war and homeland security issues. For minor issues, such as criminal acts and non-major natural occurrences, the time limit is reduced to 3 hours, providing no major breaks in a story really do occur. Additional regulations state that a breaking news item must be displayed directly below the label, which cannot be placed solely for marketing purposes. 


     News sources such as CNN and FoxNews, among others, have labeled news elements constantly with the Breaking News label, according to a report from the FCC released last week. A bombing in Baghdad earlier this month had been labeled as such onscreen for up to 27 hours after it occurred. Unconfirmed reports have stated Breaking News labels have remained onscreen for as many as 3 days following an event.


     A trans-exclusive clause states that “the [Breaking News] Label cannot be displayed without reason 








The legitimacy of many major news networks is at stake here,” said FCC Commissioner Deborah Taylor Tate.


     “I honestly don’t know when anything really happens, they just give me things to read and I do,” CNN’s Wolf Blitzer told Embellished-1 News in an exclusive interview.

Airport Security to Enforce No Clothes Rules Beginning Mid-December








Houston, TX - In compliance with even stricter government regulations, the FAA will enforce that passengers of Domestic and International flights will be required to remove all clothing before being allowed to pass security checkpoints, and remain unclothed until the completion of every flight beginning December 14th, according to a report from USA Today.


     With the development of newer materials that can evade x-ray detection, and the desire to use almost anything in a 








harmful way, the FAA has decided that a plane-full of unclothed people would have a difficult time posing a risk to security, according to sources.


     According to the FAA, people may be selected at random prior to that as the new rules are phased in. The Department of Homeland Security has stated its appreciation of the undivided cooperation of the American people. “There will be no exceptions,” director of Homeland Security Tom Ridge said in an unrelated interview.

NASA to Launch All Remaining Shuttles At Once


Cape Canaveral, Fla. – In an effort to speed up construction on the International Space Station, NASA has agreed to the launch of its entire remaining shuttle fleet: Endeavor, Atlantis, and Discovery, sometime next year, according to press sources.


     In accordance with government plans to finish the International Space Station, go to the moon, and then to Mars, NASA as announced a plan, according to sources, that could speed up the construction of ISS by three times. The trio could be launched as early as February, the space agency said. “By having all three shuttles up at once, we could get so much done in a short period of time,” said a spokesperson.


     NASA has expressed interest in retiring the shuttle fleet by 2010, and replace it with a new vehicle. “The shuttles are a drag, they take too much work to operate and keep safe,” said an unidentified technician at NASA.

     U.S. sources could not ascertain the accountability of the report, but were skeptical whether Ah-choee was in Iraq at the time. Wilkes-Barre, PA – Thousands of price tags mysteriously floated to the ceiling at the Save-or-Leave store in Wilkes-Barre, Pennsylvania on Saturday, a phenomenon which authorities believe occurred due to a localized gravitation anomaly, said mayor Tom Leighton.


     Merchandise in the 6,429 square foot retail establishment was without price tags Sunday, forcing owner and manager Jackson Brockton to close for the day. Stockworkers were rushing to reprice everything in the store, Brockton said.

Netherlands Investigates Delivery Orders of Marijuana to Pakistan Mountain


Amsterdam – Netherlands government officials are investigating the delivery by an Amsterdam group of marijuana to a location believed to be a mountain in Pakistan near the Afgan border in mid-August, said the international press.


     Netherlands government sources say it is believed that up to 1 ton of marijuana may have been ordered, and at least half of that delivered by Learjet to Kabul, Afganistan, and transported by truck to the mountainside just over the border in Pakistan. Officials discovered maps similar to those shown by US media channels detailing top Al Qaida figures’ whereabouts, but it cannot be confirmed yet if they are indeed the recipients of the marijuana. Latitude and Longitude coordinates found in an online database match locations in the general area.


     The group, an unnamed organization with no apparent home base, is believed to be spread throughout the Netherlands and comprise up to 1,000 individuals. Anywhere between 25 to 100 million dollars worth of cannibus are believed to have been distributed by the group over the past 5 years.








French Military Unsure Whether Terrorist Sub-Leader Assistant-Director Intern Was Killed


Paris – A strategic undercover strike in Iraq on Wednesday may have killed Al-Qaida tertiary communication operations Sub-Leader Assistant Director Intern Shamul Abdul Mahammad Al Ah-choee, but military sources were uncertain the event took place, according to French president Jacques Chirac.


     The statement from the French military, spoken clearly in what is assumed to be French, said that Ah-choee, approximately 25 or 26, was likely dead after an attack on
